For fathers wanting to help their child file a Derivative Claim to US Citizenship 

These are some of the things you will need to do. You will need to get a copy of your military records, get a Proof of Physical Presence in The Philippines and a notarized Affidavit of Parental Acknowledgement. 
Your daughter/son will have to call Fed-Ex in The Philippines and have them deliver an Application for American Citizenship (Derivative Claim to Citizenship).
She/he completes and sends all the forms to The American Embassy in Manila.
 They will schedule her/him a time for an interview and hopefully she/he will be approved. Should she/he get approved she /he will then get her /his American Citizenship and Passport. 
The whole process is usually is done in less than 3 months in most cases.
In most states you can get things notarized for free at your bank or credit union.
